Using this cut-through (3.4 mi.) reduces the Huffman Bridge Loop to about 21 miles. The
Houck Bridge is 2.1 miles from the east end; 1.3 miles from the west end of the cut-through.
The bridge, built in 1880, is 216 feet long. There is a beautiful, elevated view of the

bridge and the farmland that surrounds it from the nearby Boone Huicheson cemetery,
where, inci Ily, Daniel Boone’s sister and some other family members are buried.
